Any reasonable interpretation of the Human Rights Act shows us that there are certain things that it doesn't allow - and one of the things it doesn't allow is for a woman to have an inferior or second class status when she stands before a judge in a court of law.  This is exactly what is happening, and it is happening because we are not using the Human Rights Act as we should or as we could, and we are not applying our laws equally.  It is also happening because the left, in particular, has taken a dangerous wrong turn in to a kind of multiculturalism that allows us to turn a blind eye and to tolerate the treatment of women in minority and immigrant communities that we would never tolerate if applied to the majority.  The left needs to find its way again and start to aim again for real equality, equal application of the law, and enforcement of the law upon everyone, not one rule for you and another for me.  Human rights are not just for whites.
